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WHAT IT MEANS TO
BE A SCIENTOLOGIST

he gateway into Scientology is

the desire to achieve a gain by

the use of Scientology. The

desired gain would be the
achievement of having a philosophy ot
life that can apply to life. Scientology
is an applied philosophy.

Now you, a Scientologist, think of
vourself undoubtedly as being
something new under the sun but this
is not true. If you carefully look over
Greek philosophers, the basic customs
and belief of man over a long period of
time - | am now talking in terms of
tens of thousands of vears, as far back
as vou can reach - you will find out
that we are echoing, in Scientology, his
hopes and his aspirations. We are
echoing the things for which he has
fought, the things which he has tried
to attain in life. We are in the best
tradition of man's philosophy on the
subject of man. Just because the data
has been summated and pulled into
sharp importances which evaluate and
which then do more for man than
philosophy had done before, does not
divorce us from this very long track at
least 2,500 consecurive years from the
earliest records we have on
thinkingness. The early philosopher
was trying to shake apart some of the
basic data of the universe and
understand it. He was trying to hang

things together. We actually are
working in direct succession, very
direct succession, trom somewhere in
the neighborhood ot 2,500 to 3.00C
vears of what'’s considered formal
philosophy. We don't vary anything off
of this line at all. But there has been a
variation within the last century.

An educated man, a few centuries
ago was expected to know a great deal
about human behavior and livingness,
but something happened between then
and now. Take an educated man ot
today and you'll tind him with no
command of basic philosophy. No
feeling of humanity or understanding
of his human race. Quite informative.

In the last century there was a
tremendous departure from formal
philosophy. Psychology has always
been the study of the mind or spurit.
“Psyche" is Greek for spirit. But
modern psychology has nothing to do
with the mind or the spirit. Or with
man's soul or anvthing. It's simply some
kind of a dissertation on brain cells or
brain function and demonstrates
conclusivelv that all thought comes
from mass and that man is an animal
and that's that. And these words of
great wisdom have complete variance
from anvthing that had been said in all
the centuries preceding. They were
uttered by a chap by the name of

Wundt in Leipzig, Germany, in 1379.
He's the only authority for modern
psvchology as raught in universities
and he has no bearing whatsoever on
anvthing else man has ever thought on
the subject of his own livingness and
beingness.

raise intelligence, increase ability, bring
about a return of the ability to play a
game and permits man to escape from
the dwindling spiral of his own
disabilities. Life can be put back into
the devitalized. One can take the so-
called “normal” person and send his
state of being up to levels of brilliance
and success not possible before. And it
can be done with Scientology.

One of the great truths of
Scientology is that increased awareness
is the only tactor which offers any road
out. That is an awfully simple truth,
but vou'll tind out that people don't
know that. They think that less
awareness is the road out — and that is
the road down into the basement.

There is a bartle which is going on in
the world at this time and that should
be understood. There is no good in the
world that is not fought by some. The

holiest saint, the purest knight, the
most orderly group alike have been
subjected to attacks since man’s
beginning. And Scientology is no
exception. The turbulence of the
society around us is fantastic. There is
no just civil law left, really. [t is that
lawless and disorderly condition in the
society about us which makes it hard
for us to work.

We live in a civilization where some
madmen can sit in a government chair
telling everybody how bad it all is over
there and so forth, then all of a sudden
get 30 million people killed, as one
fellow named Hitler did. This is an
interesting civilization and that is
because people don't know who they

are, or what they are, or where they are
going or what they are doing.

What happens to Scientology and
Scientologists in a world of this
character? Well, our basic attitude
toward the world at large will have to
be more and more an auditor's attitude
if we are going to accomplish survival.
(Auditor: A listener, or one who listens
carefullv to what people have to say.
An auditor is a person trained and
qualified in applying Scientology
processes to others for their
betrerment.) It might be said that we
are starting from nearly nowhere and
trying to go somewhere.

HISTORY OF THE BOOK:

The text of The Dynamics of Life was
written by Ron in 1947, fifteen vears after he
began his studies of the mind. Originally
titled Scientology: A New Science. the book
was retitled Abnormal Dianenics when it was
offered to the medical and psychiatric
professions in early 1948, making this
momentous announcement in the author's
introduction:

“Dianenics offers the first anatomy of the
human mind and techniques for handling the
hitherto unknown reactive mind, which causes
irrational and psvchosomaric behavior. It has
successfully removed any compulsions,
repressions. neuroses and psvchoses to which it
has been applied.”

Although not utilized by the medical and
psychiatric establishment: the book was
accepted broadly by the public at large. Tens
of thousands of coptes were circulated around
the world, mostly by the readers themselves
duplicating it, mimeographing it, even typing
it with many carbons.

The startling popularity of the thesis
brought publishers to offer a contract for a
popular work on the subject. In response Ron
wrote Dianetics: The Evolution of a Science and
Dianencs: The Modern Science of Mental
Health. which were published in 1950

After their release. and the tremendous
public interest that followed, popular demand
arose tor the original thesis to be made
broadly avatlable to all. To meet this demand,
the first hardcover edition, titled Dianencs:
The Onginal Thesis, was published in Wichita,
Kansas, in December 1951.

In 1983, a new edition was published, with
full glossary and index, under its present title,
The Dvnamics of Life.

The original publication of The Dynamics
of Life was a milestone in the history of

mankind and its popularity and relevance
have not diminished.

In 1979, refinements of his original
discoveries on the effects of accumulared
radiation and research breakthroughs on
detoxification led to development of the
PURIFICATION RUNDOWN - a precise program
for handling toxic substances accumulated in
the body.

It was used as
the standard text for all auditors.

In preparing this new edition, meticulous
research was conducted into the author’s
literary archives for all information
concerning this work.

The actual case histories of these
SCIENTOLOGISTS were tirst published in 1960,
entitled Have You Lived Before This Life’ An
expanded version of the book was released in
1977, which contained additional aruicles by
Ron on modern processing and on the
phenomena of death.

The first product was
Organization Executive Course Volume 0,
the Basic Staff Hat, printed and released to
staff in 1970. The additional seven
volumes containing Ron's administrative
tech were released over the next three
years.

Though previously available for sale
only to staff members, in December of
1973 the books were made available to
anyone who wished to have and use them.

In 1974, a Management Seres volume,
containing the policy letters of the Data
Series, Public Relations Series, Personnel
Series, Organizing Series, Finance Series,
Executive Series and Establishment Officer
Series was released.

In 1990, a project started to bring the
OEC and Management Series volumes
completely up to date, with all the policy
developments Ron had made since the
publication of the original set. The project
culminated in March 1991 with the release
of a new twelve-volume set of books: the
Basic Staft Hat volume, seven divisional
volumes, three Management Series volumes
and a master Policy Index. These volumes
contain over 2,500 policies, including
writings that Ron instructed were to be
made into policy letters, but were never
before released. Now all Ron's admin
technology is available, fully up to date,
containing every policy he ever wrote.
